Chair Moran-Floirendo stated that the resignation of President Lizaso as President and
Trustee has been accepted by the PRRD.

CCP Board Resolution No. 73
Series of 2022

WHEREAS, on 27 June 2022, CCP President, Mr. Arsenio Nick Lizaso tendered his
resignation to the Philippine President, Rodrigo Roa Duterte;

WHEREAS, on 5 July 2022, the CCP received the letter of Executive Secretary Salvador
Medialdea accepting, on behalf of President Rodrigo Roa Duterte, the resignation of
Mr. Lizaso;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED AS IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED, to DECLARE the
position of CCP President vacant and to APPOINT Trustee Lorna Patajo-Kapunan as
Presiding Officer to conduct the election.

Trustee Kapunan proceeded to conduct the elections. The nomination for Chairman of the
Board of Trustees was opened. Chair Moran-Floirendo nominated Trustee Laya as Chairman. Trustee
Del Mundo and Trustee Kapunan seconded. Trustee Seludo nominated Trustee Junia as Chairman.
Trustee Del Pilar and Trustee Carandang seconded.

The Board unanimously voted in favor of Trustee Laya as the Chairman, Trustee Junia and
Trustee Kapunan as the Vice Chairpersons, respectively, of the Board of Trustees.

The newly elected Chairman eventually presided the election. The nomination for President
was opened. Trustee Carandang moved to nominate former Chairman Moran-Floirendo for
President. Trustee Junia and Trustee Del Mundo seconded. Former Chairman Moran-Floirendo was
unanimously voted as the new President.

CCP Board Resolution No. 74
Series of 2022

WHEREAS, in a letter dated 6 June 2022, the Governance Commission for Government
Owned and Controlled Corporations (GCG) opined that, “the Members of the CCP
Board of Trustees who are serving in a hold-over capacity possess the full powers and
authority of Appointive Directors, [and] as such, they may conduct an election of the
CCP President pursuant to Section 18 of R.A. No. 10149, with due regard to the



individual nominated by the President of the Philippines in accordance with his
Constitutional Power of control and supervision over the Executive Branch.”

WHEREAS, the Code of Corporate Governance for GOCCs states that, “the CEO or the
highest-ranking officer xxx shall be elected annually by the members of the Board from
among its ranks”, while the CCP’s Manual of Operations, states that, “annual elections
are held during the regular board meeting on the month of July for the President xxx”;

WHEREAS, on 5 July 2022, the CCP received the letter dated 29 June 2022 of Executive
Secretary Salvador Medialdea accepting of the resignation letter dated 27 June 2022
of Mr. Arsenio J. Lizaso;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT IS RESOLVED, AS IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED that, after an
election of Ad Interim Officers pursuant to the Code of Corporate Governance and
CCP Manual of Operations, the following Ad Interim Officers are hereby declared to
have been and are duly elected to serve in the capacities indicated until the
appointment of their replacement, to wit:

Trustee Kapunan proposed for the creation of a new position, a Spokesperson of the Board.
There being no objection, the position Spokesperson of the Board was approved. Chairman Laya
opened the nomination for the position. Trustee Carandang nominated Trustee Del Mundo as the
Spokesperson of the Board. Trustee Del Pilar and Trustee Junia seconded. Trustee Del Mundo was
unanimously voted as the Spokesperson of the Board.

CCP Board Resolution No. 75
Series of 2022

WHEREAS, the CCP was recently involved in a situation wherein conflicting statements
between two CCP offices were issued, giving the impression that the CCP was
addressing itself;

WHEREAS, there is a need to unify the messaging of the CCP through a Spokesperson;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED AS IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED, to APPROVE the
creation of a new position, the Communications Officer of the CCP, and to DECLARE
Trustee Teodoro Del Mundo as the duly elected Communications Officer of the CCP.

The Board agreed to conduct the election for the Audit and Risk Committee composition on
the next Board meeting. The Board further agreed to comply with the reportorial requirements of
the Governance Commission for the GOCC (GCG) as regards the conduct of the election and the newly
elected officers.
