INTRODUCTION 
 
The Cultural Center of the Philippines (Filipino: Sentrong Pangkultura ng Pilipinas, or 
CCP) is a Government-Owned and Controlled Corporation which was created as an 
organization in-charge of the preservation and promotion, enhancement and 
development of Philippine culture.  
 
The CCP is located at the CCP Complex, Roxas Boulevard, Pasay City. It provides 
performance and exhibition venues for various local and international productions. Its 
artistic programs include the production of performances, festivals, exhibitions, cultural 
research, outreach, preservation, and publication of materials on Philippine art and 
culture.  
 
The CCP, although an independent corporation of the Philippine government, receives 
an annual subsidy from the national government and is placed under the National 
Commission for Culture and the Arts for purposes of policy coordination.

The audit covered the examination, on a test basis, of the accounts, transactions and 
operations of the CCP for Calendar Year 2021 in accordance with International 
Standards of Supreme Audit Institutions. It was also aimed at expressing an opinion as 
to whether the financial statements present fairly the CCP�¶�V���I�L�Q�D�Q�F�L�D�O���S�R�V�L�W�L�R�Q�����U�H�V�X�O�W�V���R�I��
operations and cash flows, and at determini�Q�J�� �W�K�H�� �$�J�H�Q�F�\�¶�V�� �F�R�P�S�O�L�D�Q�F�H�� �Z�L�W�K�� �S�H�U�W�L�Q�H�Q�W��
laws, rules and regulations.

We rendered a qualified opinion on the fairness of presentation of the f inancial 
statements of the CCP in view of the faithful representation in the financial statements of 
the balance of the Property, Plant and Equipment (PPE) account amounting to P1.727 
billion, with carrying amount of P1.103 billion as of December 31, 2021 was not 
established due to: (a) variance of P86.926 million in absolute value between the 
balances per books and the Report on the Physical Count of PPE (RPCPPE); and (b) 
non-updating of the PPE Ledger Cards (PPELC) and Property Cards (PC) of PPE items 
with total net book value of P58.999 million thereby precluding the reconciliation of the 
balances, contrary to the Conceptual Framework for General Purpose Financial 
Reporting by Public Sector Entities and Paragraph 27 of the International Public Sector 
Accounting Standard (IPSAS)1. 
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For the afore-cited observations, which caused the issuance of a qualified opinion, we 
recommended that Management direct the Accounting Division (AD) and the Property 
Supply Division (PSD) to: 
 

a. Exert all efforts to reconcile the discrepancy of P86.926 million in absolute value 
between the balances per books and the RPCPPE and complete the cleansing of 
the PPE accounts following the guidelines provided under COA Circular No. 
2020-006, and effect the necessary adjusting entries and/or corrections on the 
affected records; 
 

b. Update the PPELCs and the PCs of the PPE accounts totaling P58.999 million to 
facilitate reconciliation; and 
 

c. Thereafter, religiously conduct periodic validation, verification, and reconciliation 
of the recorded PPE accounts to establish their existence and for the fair 
presentation of the account balances in the financial statements. 

 
SIGNIFICANT AUDIT OBSERVATIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 
 
The other significant audit observation and recommendations that need immediate 
action are as follows: 

 
1. The balance of the Inventories account of P35.956 million as of December 31, 

2021 is understated by P2.095 million covering the items on hand which was not 
recorded in the books, affecting the fair presentation of the account in the 
Financial Statements contrary to Paragraph 27 of IPSAS 1. Moreover, the non-
recognition of Impairment Loss on the 19,675 copies of various publications 
(books) costing P5.376 million which have been in stock for more than five  
years, further affects the reliability of the account balance. 

 
1.1 We recommended that Management: 

 
a. Direct the AD to record back in the books and the PSD to include in the 

RPCPPE the items on hand costing P2.095 million to reflect the correct 
balance of the inventory account and the Report on the Physical Count of 
Inventories (RPCI) as of December 31, 2021; 

 
b. Direct the AD to conduct periodic validation, verification and reconciliation 

of the Inventories Held for Sale account to establish/ascertain fair 
presentation of the balances in the financial statements; 

 
c. Provide Allowance for Impairment on various publications (books) that 

remained undisposed in the books of the CCP, in conformity with 
Paragraph 38 of IPSAS 12, for fair presentation of the account in the 
financial statements; and 

 
d. Submit to the Audit Team data on the 19,675 copies of various publications 

(books) e.g original publication dates for further evaluation. 
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SUMMARY OF AUDIT SUSPENSIONS, CHARGES AND DISALLOWANCES 
 
There were no unsettled audit suspensions, disallowances and charges as of December

Report on the Audit of the Financial Statements 
 
Qualified Opinion 
 
We have audited the financial statements of the Cultural Center of the Philippines 
(CCP), which comprise the statements of financial position as at December 31, 2021 
and 2020, and the statements of financial performance, statements of changes in net 
assets/equity, and statements of cash flows for the years then ended, statement of 
comparison of budget and actual amounts for the year ended December 31, 2021, and 
notes to financial statements, including a summary of significant accounting policies. 
 
In our opinion, except for the possible effects of the matter described in the Basis for 
Qualified Opinion section of our report, the accompanying financial statements present 
fairly, in all material respects, the financial position of the CCP, as at December 31, 2021 
and 2020, and its financial performance and its cash flows for the years then ended in 
accordance with International Public Sector Accounting Standards (IPSASs). 
 
Basis for Qualified Opinion 
 
The faithful representation in the financial statements of the balance of the Property, 
Plant and Equipment (PPE) account amounting to P1.727 billion, with carrying amount of 
P1.103 billion as of December 31, 2021 was not established due to: (a) variance of 
P86.926 million in absolute value between the balances per books and the Report on the 
Physical Count of PPE; and (b) non-updating of the PPE Ledger Cards and Property 
Cards of PPE items with total net book value of P58.999 million thereby precluding the 
reconciliation of the balances, contrary to the Conceptual Framework for General 
Purpose Financial Reporting by Public Sector Entities and Paragraph 27 of the IPSAS 1. 
 
We were not able to perform alternative audit procedures to determine if any adjustments to

We are independent of the CCP in accordance with the Revised 
Code of Conduct and Ethical Standards for the Commission on Audit Officials and 
Employees (Code of Ethics) together with the ethical requirements that are relevant to 



  

 

our audit of the financial statements in the Philippines, and we have fulfilled our other 
ethical responsibilities in accordance with these requirements and the Code of Ethics. 
We believe that the audit evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to 
provide a basis for our opinion. 

 
Responsibilities of Management and Those Charged with Governance for the 
Financial Statements 
 
Management is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of these financial 
statements in accordance with IPSASs, and for such internal control as management 
determines is necessary to enable the preparation of financial statements that are free 
from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error.

Conclude on the appropriateness of management's use of the going concern basis of 
accounting and, based on the audit evidence obtained, whether a material uncertainty 
exists related to events or conditions that may cast significant doubt on the CCP's ability 
to continue as a going concern. If we conclude that a material uncertainty exists, we are 
required to draw attention in our auditor's report to the related disclosures in the financial 
statements or, if such disclosures are inadequate, to modify our opinion. Our 
conclusions are based on the audit evidence obtained up to the date of our auditor's 
report. However, future events or conditions may cause the CCP to cease to continue as 
a going concern. 
 
Evaluate the overall presentation, structure and content of the financial statements, 
including the disclosures, and whether the financial statements represent the underlying 
transactions and events in a manner that achieves fair presentation. 
 
We communicate with those charged with governance regarding, among other matters, 
the planned scope and timing of the audit and significant audit findings, including any 
significant deficiencies in internal control that we identify during our audit. 
 
Report on Other Legal and Regulatory Requirements 
 
Our audits were conducted for the purpose of forming an opinion on the basic financial 
statements taken as a whole. The supplementary information for the year ended 
December 31, 2021, required by the Bureau of Internal Revenue as disclosed in Note 34 
to the financial statements is presented for purposes of additional analysis and is not a 
required part of the basic financial statements prepared in accordance with IPSASs.

1. GENERAL INFORMATION/ENTITY PROFILE 
 
The financial statements of the Cultural Center of the Philippines (Filipino: Sentrong 
Pangkultura ng Pilipinas, or CCP) were authorized for issue on April 19, 2022 as shown 
in the Statement of Management�¶�V Responsibility for Financial Statements signed by 
Maria Margarita Moran�±Floirendo, the Chairperson of the Board of Trustees. 
 
The CCP is located at the CCP Complex, Roxas Boulevard, Pasay City, with a total land 
area of 608,569 square meters. It was created in 1966 through Executive Order No. 30 
and formally inaugurated on September 8, 1969, as a trust for the benefit of the people for 
the purpose of preserving and promoting Philippine culture in all its varied aspects. As a 
Government Owned and/or Controlled Corporation, the CCP through the years, has 
evolved into a premier Philippine institution for culture and the arts.  
 
The CCP initially served as the center for performing arts showcasing the best in Filipino 
creativity and artistry notably in theater, music and dance. It expanded its reach in 1987 
by becoming the coordinating center for artistic and cultural activities and continued to 
function as such for the next 10 years. 
 
Upon the establishment of the National Commission for Culture and the Arts, the CCP 
assumed a new role and became the center for the performing arts which seeks to 
catalyze cultural and artistic development by encouraging, nurturing, conserving, 
showcasing and disseminating Filipino creativity and artistic experience as well as 
continue to provide world-class programs, services and facilities. It has also become the 
prime mover in the establishment of regional arts and culture organizations.  
  
The CCP nurtures and promotes artistic excellence, Filipino aesthetics and identity, and 
cultural values towards a humanistic global society. 
 
 
2. STATEMENT OF COMPLIANCE AND BASIS OF PREPARATION OF 
FINANCIAL STATEMENTS  
 
2.1 Statement of Compliance with International Public Sector Acc ounting 
Standards (IPSASs )  
 
The financial statements have been prepared in compliance with the International Public 
Sector Accounting Standards (IPSASs), formerly Philippine Public Sector Accounting 
Standards (PPSASs), prescribed for adoption by the Commission on Audit (COA) through 
COA Resolution No. 2014-003 dated January 24, 2014. The PPSASs were renamed to 
IPSASs per COA Resolution No. 2020-01 dated January 9, 2020.  
 
The accounting policies have been consistently applied throughout the year presented. 
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2.2 Preparation of Financial Statements 
 
The �&�&�3�¶�V��financial statements have been prepared on the basis of historical cost, unless 
stated otherwise. The Statement of Cash Flows is prepared using the direct method.

The preparation of financial statements in compliance with the adopted IPSASs requires 
the use of certain accounting estimates. It also requires the entity to exercise judgment in

3. SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES 
 
3.1 Basis of Accounting 
 
The �&�&�3�¶�V��financial statements are prepared on an accrual basis in accordance with the 
IPSASs.   
 
3.2  Financial instruments 
 
a. Financial assets 
 

i. Initial recognition and measurement 
 
Financial assets within the scope of IPSAS 29 Financial Instruments: Recognition 
and Measurement are classified as financial assets at fair value through surplus or 
deficit, held to maturity investments, loans and receivables or available-for-sale 
financial assets, as appropriate. The CCP determines the classification of its 
financial assets at initial recognition.  
 
Purchases or sales of financial assets that require delivery of assets within a time 
frame established by regulation or convention in the marketplace (regular way 
trades) are recognized on the trade date, i.e., the date that the CCP commits to 
purchase or sell the asset.

ii.  Subsequent measurement 
 
The subsequent measurement of financial assets depends on their classification.  
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1. Financial assets at fair value through surplus or deficit  
 
Financial assets at fair value through surplus or deficit include financial 
assets held for trading and financial assets designated upon initial 
recognition at fair value through surplus or deficit. Financial assets are 
classified as held for trading if they are acquired for the purpose of selling or 
repurchasing in the near term. 
 
Derivatives, including separated embedded derivatives, are also classified 
as held for trading unless they are designated as effective hedging 
instruments. Financial assets at fair value through surplus or deficit are 
carried in the Statement of Financial Position at fair value with changes in fair 
value recognized in surplus or deficit. 

 
2. Held-to-maturity 
 
Non-derivative financial assets with fixed or determinable payments and 
fixed maturities are classified as held-to-maturity when the CCP has positive 
intention and ability to hold it to maturity.   
 
After initial measurement, held-to-maturity investments are measured at 
amortized cost using the effective interest method, less impairment. 
Amortized cost is calculated by taking into account any discount or premium 
on acquisition and fees or costs that are an integral part of the effective 
interest rate. The losses arising from impairment are recognized in surplus 
or deficit. 

 
3. Loans and receivables 
 
Loans and receivables are non-derivative financial assets with fixed or 
determinable payments that are not quoted in an active market. After initial 
measurement, such financial assets are subsequently measured at 
amortized cost using the effective interest method, less impairment. 
 
Amortized cost is calculated by taking into account any discount or premium 
on acquisition and fees or costs that are an integral part of the effective 
interest rate. Losses arising from impairment are recognized in the surplus 
or deficit. 

  
iii. Derecognition 
 
The CCP derecognizes a financial asset or where applicable, a part of a financial 
asset or part of CCP of similar financial assets when: 
 

1. The contractual rights to the cash flows from the financial asset expired 
or waived; and 

 
2. The CCP has transferred its contractual rights to receive the cash flows 

of the financial assets, or retains the contractual rights to receive the 
cash flows of the financial assets but assumes a contractual obligation 
to pay the cash flows to one or more recipients in an arrangement that 
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meets the conditions set forth in IPSAS 29 Financial Instruments: 
Recognition and Measurement; and either the entity has:  

 
�ƒ Transferred substantially all the risks and rewards of ownership of 

the financial asset; or 
 
�ƒ Neither transferred nor retained substantially all the risks and 

rewards of ownership of the financial asset, but has transferred the 
control of the asset. 

 
iv. Impairment of financial assets 
 
The CCP assesses at each reporting date whether there is objective evidence that 
a financial asset or a group of financial assets is impaired. A financial asset or a 
group of financial assets is deemed to be impaired if, and only if, there is objective 
evidence of impairment as a result of one or more events that has occurred after 
the initial recognition of the asset (an incurred "loss event") and that loss event has 
an impact on the estimated future cash flows of the financial asset or the group of 
financial assets that can be reliably estimated. 
 
Evidence of impairment may include the following indicators: 
 

1. The debtors or a group of debtors are experiencing significant financial 
difficulty;  

 
2. Default or delinquency in interest or principal payments; 
 
3. The probability that debtors will enter bankruptcy or other financial 

reorganization; and 
 
4. Observable data indicates a measurable decrease in estimated future 

cash flows (e.g., changes in arrears or economic conditions that 
correlate with defaults). 

 
v. Financial assets carried at amortized cost 
 
For financial assets carried at amortized cost, the CCP first assesses whether 
objective evidence of impairment exists individually for financial assets that are 
individually significant, or collectively for financial assets that are not individually 
significant. If the CCP determines that no objective evidence of impairment exists 
for an individually assessed financial asset, whether significant or not, it includes 
the asset in a group of financial assets with similar credit risk characteristics and 
collectively assesses them for impairment. Assets that are individually assessed 
for impairment and for which an impairment loss is, or continues to be, recognized 
are not included in a collective assessment of impairment. 
 
If there is objective evidence that an impairment loss has been incurred, the 
amount of the loss is measured as the difference between the asset's carrying 
amount and the present value of estimated future cash flows (excluding future 
expected credit losses that have not yet been incurred). The present value of the 
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estimated future cash flows is discounted at the financial asset's original effective 
interest rate. If a loan has a variable interest rate, the discount rate for measuring 
any impairment loss is the current effective interest rate. 
 
The carrying amount of the asset is reduced through the use of an allowance 
account and the amount of the loss is recognized in surplus or deficit. Receivables 
together with the associated allowance are written off when there is no realistic 
prospect of future recovery and all collateral has been realized or transferred to 
the CCP. If, in a subsequent year, the amount of the estimated impairment loss 
increases or decreases because of an event occurring after the impairment was 
recognized, the previously recognized impairment loss is increased or reduced by 
adjusting the allowance account. The request for write-off of accounts is based on 
the guidelines prescribed in COA Circular No. 2016-005 dated December 19, 
2016. If a future write-off is later recovered, the recovery is credited in surplus and 
deficit. 

 
b.  Financial liabilities  
 

i. Initial recognition and measurement 
 
Financial liabilities within the scope of IPSAS 29 are classified as financial liabilities 
at fair value through surplus or deficit, or loans and borrowings, as appropriate. 
The entity determines the classification of its financial liabilities at initial recognition. 
 
All financial liabilities are recognized initially at fair value and, in the case of loans 
and borrowings, plus directly attributable transaction costs.

loans and borrowings, and financial guarantee contracts. 
 
ii.  Subsequent measurement 
 
The measurement of financial liabilities depends on their classification. 

 
1. Financial liabilities at fair value through surplus or deficit 
 
Financial liabilities at fair value through surplus or deficit include financial 
liabilities held for trading and financial liabilities designated upon initial 
recognition at fair value through surplus or deficit.   
 
Financial liabilities are classified as held for trading if they are acquired for 
the purpose of selling in the near term.  
 
This category includes derivative financial instruments that are not 
designated as hedging instruments in hedge relationships as defined by 
IPSAS 29. 
 
Gains or losses on liabilities held for trading are recognized in surplus or 
deficit. 
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2. Loans and borrowings 
 
 After initial recognition, interest bearing loans and borrowings are 
subsequently measured at amortized cost using the effective interest 
method. Gains and losses are recognized in surplus or deficit when the 
liabilities are derecognized as well through the effective interest method 
amortization process. 
 
 Amortized cost is calculated by taking into account any discount or premium 
on acquisition and fees or costs that are an integral part of the effective 
interest rate. 

 
iii. Derecognition 
 
A financial liability is derecognized when the obligation under the liability expires 
or is discharged or cancelled.  
 
When an existing financial liability is replaced by another from the same lender on 
substantially different terms, or the terms of an existing liability are substantially 
modified, such an exchange or modification is treated as a derecognition of the 
original liability and the recognition of a new liability, and the difference in the 
respective carrying amounts is recognized in surplus or deficit. 
 

c.  Offsetting of financial instruments 
 
Financial assets and financial liabilities are offset and the net amount reported in the 
Statement of Financial Position if, and only if, there is a currently enforceable legal right 
to offset the recognized amounts and there is an intention to settle on a net basis, or to 
realize the assets and settle the liabilities simultaneously. 
 
d. Fair value of financial instruments 
 
The fair value of financial instruments that are traded in active markets at each reporting 
date is determined by reference to quoted market prices or dealer price quotations (bid 
price for long positions and ask price for short positions), without any deduction for 
transaction costs. 
 
e.  Derivative financial instruments 
 
 i.  Initial recognition and subsequent measurement 
 

The CCP uses derivative financial instruments such as forward currency contracts 
and interest rate swaps to hedge its foreign currency risks and interest rate risks, 
respectively. Such derivative financial instruments are initially recognized at fair 
value on the date on which a derivative contract is entered into and are 
subsequently remeasured at fair value. Derivatives are carried as financial assets 
when the fair value is positive and as financial liabilities when the fair value is 
negative. 

 
Any gains or losses arising from changes in the fair value of derivatives are taken 
directly to surplus or deficit. The CCP does not apply hedge accounting. 
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3.3 Cash and Cash Equivalents 
 
Cash and cash equivalents comprise cash on hand and cash in bank, deposits on call and 
highly liquid investments with an original maturity of three months or less, which are readily 
convertible to known amounts of cash and are subject to insignificant risk of changes in 
value.  
 
3.4 Inventories 
 
Inventory is measured at cost upon initial recognition. To the extent that inventory are 
received through non-exchange transactions (for no cost or for a nominal cost), the cost 
of the inventory is its fair value at the date of acquisition. 
 
Inventories are recognized as an expense when deployed for utilization or consumption in 
the ordinary course of operations of the CCP. 
 
3.5 Investment Property 
 
Investment property is measured initially at cost, including transaction costs. The carrying 
amount includes the replacement cost of components of an existing investment property 
at the time that cost is incurred if the recognition criteria are met and excludes the costs 
of day-to-day maintenance of an investment property.  
 
Investment property acquired through a non-exchange transaction is measured at its fair 
value at the date of acquisition. Subsequent to initial recognition, investment property is 
measured using the cost model and is depreciated over its estimated useful life.  
 
Investment property is derecognized either when it has been disposed of or when it is 
permanently withdrawn from use and no future economic benefit or service potential is 
expected from its disposal. The difference between the net disposal proceeds and the 
carrying amount of the asset is recognized in the surplus or deficit in the period of 
derecognition. 
 
Transfers are made to or from investment property only when there is a change in use. 
 
The CCP uses the cost model for the measurement of investment property after initial 
recognition. 
 
3.6 Property, Plant and Equipment 
 
a.  Recognition 
 
An item is recognized as Property, Plant, and Equipment (PPE) if it meets the 
characteristics and recognition criteria as a PPE. 
 
The characteristics of PPE are as follows: 

 
i. Tangible items; 
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ii. Are held for use in the production or supply of goods or services, for rental to 
others, or for administrative purposes; and 
 

iii. Are expected to be used during more than one reporting period. 
 
An item of PPE is recognized as an asset if: 

 
i. It is probable that future economic benefits or service potential associated 

with the item will flow to the entity; 
 

ii. The cost or fair value of the item can be measured reliably; and 
 

iii. The cost is at least P15,000. 
 
b.  Measurement at recognition 
 
An item recognized as PPE is measured at cost.  
 
A PPE acquired through non-exchange transaction is measured at its fair value as at the 
date of acquisition. 
 
The cost of the PPE is the cash price equivalent or, for PPE acquired through non-
exchange transaction, its cost is its fair value as at recognition date. 
 
Cost includes the following: 

 
i. Its purchase price, including import duties and non-refundable purchase 

taxes, after deducting trade discounts and rebates; 
 

ii. Expenditure that is directly attributable to the acquisition of the items; and 
 

iii. Initial estimate of the costs of dismantling and removing the item and 
restoring the site on which it is located, the obligation for which an entity 
incurs either when the item is acquired, or as a consequence of having used 
the item during a particular period for purposes other than to produce 
inventories during that period. 

 
c.    Measurement after recognition 
 
After recognition, all PPE, with the exception of land, are stated at cost less accumulated 
depreciation and impairment losses.  
 
When significant parts of PPE are required to be replaced at intervals, the CCP recognizes 
such parts as individual assets with specific useful lives and depreciates them accordingly. 
Likewise, when a major repair/replacement is done, its cost is recognized in the carrying 
amount of the PPE as a replacement if the recognition criteria are satisfied. 
 
All other repair and maintenance costs are recognized as expense in surplus or deficit as 
incurred. 
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d.  Depreciation 
 
Each part of an item of PPE with a cost that is significant in relation to the total cost of the 
item is depreciated separately. 
 
The depreciation charge for each period is recognized as expense unless it is included in 
the cost of another asset. 

 
i.   Initial recognition of depreciation 
 
Depreciation of an asset begins when it is available for use such as when it is in 
the location and condition necessary for it to be capable of operating in the manner 
intended by management. 
 
For simplicity and to avoid proportionate computation, the depreciation is for one 
month if the PPE is available for use on or before the 15th of the month. However, 
if the PPE is available for use after the 15th of the month, depreciation is for the 
succeeding month. 
 
ii. Depreciation method 
 
The straight-line method of depreciation is adopted unless another method is more 
appropriate for entity�¶�V operation.  
 
iii.  Estimated useful life 
 
The CCP uses the life span of PPE prescribed by COA in determining the specific 
estimated useful life for each asset based on its experience, as follows: 
 

Building and structures - 30 years 
Medical equipment - 10 years 
Furniture and fixtures - 10 years 
Machineries - 10 years 
Motor vehicles - 7 years 
Office equipment - 5 years 
Library books - 5 years 

   
iv.  Residual value 
 
The CCP uses a residual value equivalent to at least five per cent (5%) of the cost 
of the PPE. 

 
e.  Impairment 
 
An asset's carrying amount is written down to its recoverable amount, or recoverable 
service amount, if the asset's carrying amount is greater than its estimated recoverable 
amount or recoverable service amount. 
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f.  Derecognition 
 
The CCP derecognizes items of PPE and/or any significant part of an asset upon disposal 
or when no future economic benefits or service potential is expected from its continuing 
use. Any gain or loss arising on derecognition of the asset (calculated as the difference 
between the net disposal proceeds and the carrying amount of the asset) is included in 
the surplus or deficit when the asset is derecognized. 
 
3.7 Leases 
 
CCP as a lessor (Operating lease) 
 
Leases in which the CCP does not transfer substantially all the risks and rewards of 
ownership of an asset are classified as operating leases. Initial direct costs incurred in 
negotiating an operating lease are added to the carrying amount of the leased asset and 
recognized over the lease term. Rent received from an operating lease is recognized as 
income on a straight-line basis over the lease term. Contingent rents are recognized as 
revenue in the period in which they are earned. 
 
The depreciation policies for PPE are applied to similar assets leased by the entity. 
 
3.8 Changes in Accounting Policies and Estimates 
 
The CCP recognizes the effects of changes in accounting policy retrospectively. The 
effects of changes in accounting policy are applied prospectively if retrospective 
application is impractical. 
 
The CCP recognizes the effects of changes in accounting estimates prospectively through 
surplus or deficit. 
 
The CCP corrects material prior period errors retrospectively in the first set of financial 
statements authorized for issue after their discovery by:  
 

a. Restating the comparative amounts for prior period(s) presented in which the 
error occurred; or 

 
b. If the error occurred before the earliest prior period presented, restating the 

opening balances of assets, liabilities and net assets/equity for the earliest 
prior period presented. 

 
3.9 Foreign Currency Transactions 
 
Transactions in foreign currencies are initially recognized by applying the spot exchange 
rate between the functional currency and the foreign currency at the transaction date. 
 
At each reporting date: 
 

a. Foreign currency monetary items are translated using the closing rate; 
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b. Non-monetary items that are measured in terms of historical cost in a foreign 
currency are translated using the exchange rate at the date of the 
transaction; and 

 
c. Non-monetary items that are measured at fair value in a foreign currency are 

translated using the exchange rates at the date when the fair value is 
determined. 

 
Exchange differences arising (a) on the settlement of monetary items, or (b) on translating 
monetary items at rates different from those at which they are translated on initial 
recognition during the period or in previous financial statements, are recognized in surplus 
or deficit in the period in which they arise, except as those arising on a monetary item that 
forms part of a reporting entity's net investment in a foreign operation. 
 
3.10  Revenue from Non-exchange Transactions 
 
a.  Recognition and measurement of assets from non-exchange transac tions 
 
An inflow of resources from a non-exchange transaction, other than services in-kind, that 
meets the definition of an asset are recognized as an asset if the following criteria are met: 
 

�x It is probable that the future economic benefits or service potential associated 
with the asset will flow to the entity; and 

 
�x The fair value of the asset can be measured reliably. 

 
An asset acquired through a non-exchange transaction is initially measured at its fair value 
as at the date of acquisition. 
 
b.  Recognition of revenue from non-exchange transactions 
 
An inflow of resources from a non-exchange transaction recognized as an asset is 
recognized as revenue, except to the extent that a liability is also recognized in respect of 
the same inflow. 
 
As CCP satisfies a present obligation recognized as a liability in respect of an inflow of 
resources from a non-exchange transaction recognized as an asset, it reduces the 
carrying amount of the liability recognized and recognizes an amount of revenue equal to 
that reduction. 
 
c.  Measurement of revenue from non-exchange transactions 
 
Revenue from non-exchange transactions is measured at the amount of the increase in 
net assets recognized by the entity, unless a corresponding liability is recognized. 
 
d.  Measurement of liabilities on initial recognition from non-excha nge 

transactions 
 
The amount recognized as a liability in a non-exchange transaction is the best estimate of 
the amount required to settle the present obligation at the reporting date.

e.   Taxes 
 
Taxes and the related fines and penalties are recognized when collected or when these 
are measurable and legally collectible. The related refunds, including those that are 
measurable and legally collectible, are deducted from the recognized tax revenue. 
 
f.   Fees and fines not related to taxes  
 
The CCP recognizes revenue from fees and fines, except those related to taxes, when 
earned and the asset recognition criteria are met. Deferred income is recognized instead 
of revenue if there is a related condition attached that would give rise to a liability to repay 
the amount.  
 
Other non-exchange revenues are recognized when it is probable that the future economic 
benefits or service potential associated with the asset will flow to the entity and the fair 
value of the asset can be measured reliably. 
 
g.    Gifts and donations 
 
The CCP recognizes assets and revenue from gifts and donations when it is probable that 
the future economic benefits or service potential will flow to the entity and the fair value of 
the assets can be measured reliably.  
 
Goods in-kind are recognized as assets when the goods are received, or there is a binding 
arrangement to receive the goods. If goods in-kind are received without conditions 
attached, revenue is recognized immediately. If conditions are attached, a liability is 
recognized, which is reduced and revenue recognized as the conditions are satisfied.  
 
On initial recognition, gifts and donations including goods in-kind are measured at their 
fair value as at the date of acquisition, which are ascertained by reference to an active 
market, or by appraisal. An appraisal of the value of an asset is normally undertaken by a 
member of the valuation profession who holds a recognized and relevant professional 
qualification. For many assets, the fair values are ascertained by reference to quoted 
prices in an active and liquid market. 
 
h.  Transfers 
  
The CCP recognizes an asset in respect of transfers when the transferred resources meet 
the definition of an asset and satisfy the criteria for recognition as an asset, except those 
arising from services in-kind.  
 
i.  Services in-kind 
 
Services in-kind are not recognized as asset and revenue considering the complexity of 
the determination of and recognition of asset and revenue and the eventual recognition of 
expenses. 
 
j.  Transfers from other government entities 
 
Revenue from non-exchange transactions with other government entities and the related 
assets are measured at fair value and recognized on obtaining control of the asset (cash, 
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goods, services and property) if the transfer is free from conditions and it is probable that 
the economic benefits or service potential related to the asset will flow to the CCP and can 
be measured reliably. 
 
3.11 Revenue from Exchange Transactions 
 
a. Measurement of revenue  
 
Revenue is measured at the fair value of the consideration received or receivable. 
 
b. Rendering of services 
 
The CCP recognizes revenue from rendering of services by reference to the stage of 
completion when the outcome of the transaction can be estimated reliably. The stage of 
completion is measured by reference to labor hours incurred to date as a percentage of 
total estimated labor hours.  
 
Where the contract outcome cannot be measured reliably, revenue is recognized only to 
the extent that the expenses incurred are recoverable. 
 
c.  Sale of goods 
 
Revenue from the sale of goods is recognized when the significant risks and rewards of 
ownership have been transferred to the buyer, usually on delivery of the goods and when 
the amount of revenue can be measured reliably and it is probable that the economic 
benefits or service potential associated with the transaction will flow to the CCP. 
 
d.  Interest income 
 
Interest income is accrued using the effective yield method. The effective yield discounts 
estimated future cash receipts through the expected life of the financial asset to that 
asset's net carrying amount. The method applies this yield to the principal outstanding to 
determine interest income each period. 
 
e.  Dividends 
 
Dividends or similar distributions are recognized when the CCP's right to receive payments 
is established. 
 
f.  Rental income 
 
Rental income arising from operating leases on investment property is accounted for on a 
straight-line basis over the lease terms and included in revenue. 
 
g.  Royalties 
 
Royalties are recognized as they are earned in accordance with the substance of the 
relevant agreement. 
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3.12 Budget Information 
 
The annual budget is prepared on a cash basis and is published in the government 
website. 
 
A separate Statement of Comparison of Budget and Actual Amounts (SCBAA) is prepared 
since the budget and the financial statements are not prepared on comparable basis. The 
SCBAA is presented showing the original and final budget and the actual amounts on 
comparable basis to the budget. Explanatory comments are provided in the notes to the 
annual financial statements. 
 
3.13 Impairment of Non-Financial Assets 
 
a.  Impairment of cash-generating assets 
 
At each reporting date, the CCP assesses whether there is an indication that an asset 
may be impaired. If any indication exists, or when annual impairment testing for an asset 
is required, the CCP estimates the asset's recoverable amount. An asset's recoverable 
amount is the higher of an asset's or cash-generating unit's fair value less costs to sell 
and its value in use and is determined for an individual asset, unless the asset does not 
generate cash inflows that are largely independent of those from other assets or groups 
of assets. 
 
Where the carrying amount of an asset or the cash-generating unit exceeds its 
recoverable amount, the asset is considered impaired and is written down to its 
recoverable amount.  
 
In assessing value in use, the estimated future cash flows are discounted to their present 
value using a discount rate that reflects current market assessments of the time value of 
money and the risks specific to the asset. In determining fair value less costs to sell, recent 
market transactions are taken into account, if available. If no such transactions can be 
identified, an appropriate valuation model is used. 
 
For assets, an assessment is made at each reporting date as to whether there is any 
indication that previously recognized impairment losses may no longer exist or may have 
decreased. If such indication exists, the CCP estimates the asset's or cash-generating 
unit's recoverable amount. 
 
A previously recognized impairment loss is reversed only if there has been a change in 
the assumptions used to determine the asset's recoverable amount since the last 
impairment loss was recognized. The reversal is limited so that the carrying amount of the 
asset does not exceed its recoverable amount, nor exceed the carrying amount that would 
have been determined, net of depreciation, had no impairment loss been recognized for 
the asset in prior years. Such reversal is recognized in surplus or deficit. 
 
b.  Impairment of non-cash-generating assets  
 
The CCP assesses at each reporting date whether there is an indication that a non-cash-
generating asset may be impaired. If any indication exists, or when annual impairment 
testing for an asset is required, the CCP estimates the asset's recoverable service amount. 
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An asset's recoverable service amount is the higher of the non-cash-generating asset's 
fair value less costs to sell and its value in use. 
 
Where the carrying amount of an asset exceeds its recoverable service amount, the asset 
is considered impaired and is written down to its recoverable service amount. The CCP 
classifies assets as cash-generating assets when those assets are held with the primary 
objective of generating a commercial return. Therefore, non-cash-generating assets would 
be those assets from which the CCP does not intend (as its primary objective) to realize 
a commercial return. 
 
3.14 Related Parties 
 
The CCP regards a related party as a person or an entity with the ability to exert control 
individually or jointly, or to exercise significant influence over the CCP, or vice versa. 
Members of key management are regarded as related parties. 
 
3.15 Service Concession Arrangements 
 
The CCP analyzes all aspects of service concession arrangements that it enters into in 
determining the appropriate accounting treatment and disclosure requirements. In 
particular, where a private party contributes an asset to the arrangement, the CCP 
recognizes that asset when, and only when, it controls or regulates the services the 
operator must provide together with the asset, to whom it must provide them, and at what 
price.  
 
In the case of assets other than 'whole-of-life' assets, it controls, through ownership, 
beneficial entitlement or otherwise - any significant residual interest in the asset at the end 
of the arrangement. Any assets so recognized are measured at their fair value. To the 
extent that an asset has been recognized, the CCP also recognizes a corresponding 
liability, adjusted by a cash consideration paid or received.  
 
3.16 Employee Benefits  
 
The employees of CCP are members of the Government Service Insurance System 
(GSIS), which provides life and retirement insurance coverage.  
 
The CCP recognizes the undiscounted amount of short term employee benefits, like 
salaries, wages, bonuses, allowance, etc., as expense unless capitalized, and as a liability 
after deducting the amount paid.  
 
3.17 Measurement Uncertainty 
 
The preparation of financial statements in conformity with IPSASs requires management 
to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reporting amounts of assets and 
liabilities, and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities, at the date of the financial 
statements and the reported amounts of the revenue and expenses during the period. 
Items requiring the use of significant estimates include the useful life of a capital asset, 
estimated employee benefits, rates for amortization, impairment of assets, liability for 
contaminated sites, etc. 
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Estimates are based on the best information available at the time of preparation of the 
financial statements and are reviewed annually to reflect new information as it becomes 
available. Measurement uncertainty exists in these financial statements. Actual results 
could differ from these estimates. 
 
 
4. PRIOR PERIOD ADJUSTMENTS 
 
4.1 Due to Change in Accounting Policy 
 
In accordance with COA Circular No. 2016-006 dated December 29, 2016, the P15,000 
capitalization threshold for PPE was applied. Tangible items below the capitalization 
threshold of P15,000, which were issued to end-users in prior years, for a total of 
P2,447,001, were reclassified and booked as adjustment in the accumulated 
surplus/(deficit). All PPE accounts and their corresponding accumulated depreciation 
were affected by the change except for Land and Other Land Improvements, Office 
Buildings and Transportation Equipment accounts which do not have items below the 
capitalization threshold. 
 
4.2 Due to Prior Period Errors 
 
Prior period errors include over-setup of receivables, restoration of cash due to stale 
checks, recognition of miscellaneous income from unutilized fund of certain projects, 
writing off of other payables (dormant), over/under setup of payables due to variance in 
actual payment of expenses and other correction of errors in the financial statements that 
were reported for a prior period in Note 19.

5.2 Credit Risk 
 
Credit risk refers to the risk that counterparty will default on its contractual obligations 
resulting in financial loss to the CCP. The CCP has adopted a policy of only dealing with 
creditworthy counterparties and obtaining sufficient collateral or security deposit where 
appropriate as a means of mitigating the risk of financial loss from defaults. The CCP 
defines counterparties as having similar characteristics if they are related entities. 
 
Also, the CCP manages its credit risk by depositing its cash with the Land Bank of the 
Philippines (LBP), an authorized government depository bank.

b. Management of credit risk 
 

The management of credit risk is covered by the Risk Management Committee. The 
Accounting Division and the Budget and Treasury Division of the Agency are in charge of 
controlling, monitoring and collecting payments of all the receivables due from employees, 
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tenants and clientele. Receivables from employees consist of overpayment of salaries due 
to leave without pay, excess usage of airtime charges over the set limit, personal calls, 
etc. and are collected through payroll deductions. Status of outstanding receivables is 
summarized monthly in a schedule and is submitted together with the financial reports to 
the COA. Should there be no payments received, the Accounting Division follows up either 
through phone calls or write demand letters for collection until settled. Other concerns or 
issues, if any, are referred to the Legal Department or Audit Committee for appropriate 
action. 
 
 

c.   Settlement risk

For certain types of transactions, the CCP mitigates this risk by conducting settlements 
through a settlement/clearing agent to ensure that a trade is settled only when both parties 
have fulfilled their contractual settlement obligation. Settlement limits form part of the credit 
approval/limit monitoring process described earlier. Acceptance of settlement risk on free 
settlement requires transaction specific or counterparty specific approval from Risk 
Committee. 
 
 
d. Risk concentration of the maximum exposure to credit risk 
 
Concentrations arise when a number of counterparties are engaged in similar business 
activities or activities in the same geographic region or have similar economic features

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f.  Impairment assessment 
 
The CCP recognizes impairment losses based on the results of the specific/individual and 
collective assessment of its credit exposures. Impairment has taken place when there is 
a presence of known difficulties in the servicing of cash flows by counterparties, 
infringement of the original terms of the contract has happened, or when there is an 
inability to pay principal or interest overdue beyond a certain threshold. These and the 
other factors constitute observable events and/or data that meet the definition of an 
objective evidence of impairment. 
 
The two methodologies applied by the CCP in assessing and measuring impairment 
include: (1) specific/individual assessment; and (2) collective assessment. Under 
specific/individual assessment, the CCP assesses each individual significant credit 
exposure for any objective evidence of impairment, and where such evidence exists, 
accordingly calculates the required impairment. 
 
Among the items and factors considered by the CCP when assessing and measuring 
specific impairment allowances are: (a) the timing of the expected cash flows; (b) the

of collateral. The impairment allowances, if any, are evaluated as the need arises, in view 
of favorable or unfavorable developments. 
  
With regard to the collective assessment of impairment, allowances are assessed 
collectively for losses on receivables that are not individually significant and for individually 
significant receivables when there is no apparent or objective evidence of individual 
impairment.  
 
A particular portfolio is reviewed on a periodic basis, in order to determine its 
corresponding appropriate allowances. The collective assessment evaluates and 
estimates the impairment of the portfolio in its entirety even though there is no objective 
evidence of impairment on an individual assessment. 
 
Impairment losses are estimated by taking into consideration the following deterministic 
information: (a) historical losses/write offs; (b) losses which are likely to occur but has not 
yet occurred; and (c) the expected receipts and recoveries once impaired. 
 
5.3 Liquidity Risk 
 
Liquidity risk is the risk that the CCP might encounter difficulty in meeting obligations from 
its financial liabilities.

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The CCP maintains a portfolio of short-term liquid assets, largely made up of short-term 
liquid investment securities, loans and advances to the CCP and other facilities, to ensure 
that sufficient liquidity is maintained within the CCP as a whole. 
 
 
b. Exposure to liquidity risk 
 
The liquidity risk is the adverse situation when the CCP encounters difficulty in meeting 
unconditionally the settlement of its obligations at maturity. Prudent liquidity management 
requires that liquidity risks are identified, measured, monitored and controlled in a 
comprehensive and timely manner. Liquidity management is a major component of the 
corporate-wide risk management system. Liquidity planning takes into consideration 
various possible changes in economic, market, political, regulatory and other external 
factors that may affect the liquidity position of the CCP. 
 
The liquidity management policy of the CCP is conservative in maintaining optimal liquid 
cash funds to ensure capability to adequately finance its mandated activities and other

Compliance with corporate standards/processes is supported by a program of periodic 
reviews undertaken by Internal Audit or the Quality Management System (QMS) Team 
Auditors. The results of Internal Audit reviews are discussed with Management of the 
CCP, with summaries to the Audit Committee and Senior Management of the CCP.

Appropriate charges were 
filed in proper courts, and in some cases, the CCP was able to secure favorable decisions 
from the courts, but fell short of satisfying the claims of the CCP due to insolvency of a 
respondent, or some of the respondents have already absconded while the cases were 
still on appeal with the Supreme Court.  On the other hand, other cases filed did not 
prosper since summons or warrants of arrest could not be served, as the whereabouts of 
the respondents were unknown.

The CCP has a total of 625,171 square meters of land. The reclaimed area which was 
assigned to the CCP pursuant to Presidential Decree (PD) Nos. 15 and 774, dated 
October 5, 1972 and August 22,1975, respectively, already excluded the following:  (1) 
land area occupied by the Philippine International Convention Center - this was sold to 
the Bangko Sentral ng Pilipinas; (2) land area covering Philcite - this was transferred to 
the Philippine National Bank; and (3) land areas covering the Philippine Plaza Hotel, 
Gloriamaris Restaurant, and the Tahanang Pilipino - these were transferred to the GSIS 
in settlement of the CCP's outstanding obligations. 
 
The land where the Manila Film Center (MFC) is situated was assigned to the CCP by the 
Public Estates Authority (PEA) in 1985 pursuant to Letter of Instruction No. 1411.  This 
was considered as partial payment for the obligations of PEA, now the Philippine 
Reclamation Authority, to the National Government (NG) and as contribution of the NG to 
the CCP. 
 
In 2015, the Department of Public Works and Highways-South Manila District Engineering 
Office implemented the National Road Lighting Program Package 7 (civil works) project 
wherein it undertook the installation of lamp posts/street lamps along the following road 
sections: 
 

�x Folk Arts Theater (FAT) Access road 
�x PICC FAT Main road 
�x PICC FAT Perimeter road  
�x Spine road  
�x MFC Main road 
�x MFC Access road 
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The CCP upon acceptance and recognizing in its books of accounts the transfer of the 
completed project in 2016 commits to secure and undertake the repair and maintenance 
of the road network. 
 
In 2018, the CCP, in connection with its Complex Development Plan and joint venture 
purposes, commissioned an independent appraisal company to determine the current 
value of CCP land. The said appraisers submitted a valuation of the CCP land which 
amounted to P122,600 per square meter. 
 
11.2 Buildings and other structures  
 
The CCP owns buildings and structures, including a water reservoir and conduits with a 
carrying amount of P84.9 million. 
 
11.3 Machinery and equipment 
 
The account Machinery and equipment includes a list of PPE that are already idle, 
unserviceable and fully depreciated amounting to P191.230 million as submitted in 2017 
to the COA for dropping from the books of accounts. The amount of P191.230 million is 
already net of the reclassifications made to expense/Accumulated Surplus/(Deficit) in 
compliance with COA Circular No. 2015-010. The CCP was not able to effect the dropping 
of PPE accounts because of the difficulties it encountered in complying with the 
requirements of Section 40(d), Chapter 10 of the Government Accounting Manual, Volume 
I, due to incomplete information and unavailability of supporting documents.  
 
The bulk of this account also includes various visual art collections such as paintings and 
sculptures totaling P50.720 million. Paintings were valued based on the status of the artist 
and the importance of works in relation to the current art scene. However, some of the 
works were assigned a nominal value of P1 since they were only print photographs and 
the outputs of visual arts work-shoppers.

The Trust liabilities account represents collection from different government and private 
entities for various projects of the CCP which aim to awaken the consciousness of the 
Filipino people to our cultural heritage. 
 
It also includes funds entrusted to the CCP as custodian by different entities to finance 
various cultural projects.

Operating Budget (COB) for the year 2021 and was submitted to the Department of Budget 
and Management (DBM) for review/evaluation while the final budget is the amount as 
approved by DBM on October 5, 2021. The proposed/original COB is prepared 
considering: (1) the CCP�¶�V�� �Y�D�U�L�R�X�V���S�U�R�J�U�D�P�V���� �S�U�R�M�H�F�Ws and activities in pursuance of its 
mandate; (2) the projected revenues and other sources of income to finance and support 
these programs; (3) actual expenses on previous years; and (4) effects of inflation. Aside 
from the COB, the CCP had received subsidy appropriated for the implementation of 
programs. 
 
Changes between the original and final budget are due to the following: 
 
a. The CCP�¶�V revenue target for CY 2021 amounted to P120.509 million as submitted 

and approved by the DBM. Actual revenue recognized for the year amounted to 
P91.328. million.

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PART II - AUDIT OBSERVATIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 
 
 
A.      FINANCIAL 
 
1. The faithful representation in the financial statements of the ba lance of the 

Property, Plant and Equipment (PPE) account amounting to P1.727 bil lion, 
with a carrying amount of P1.103 billion as of December 31, 2021 wa s not 
established due to: (a) the variance of P86.926 million in absol ute         
value, between the balances per books and the Report on the Phys ical 
Count of PPE; and (b) non -updating of the PPE Ledger Cards and Property 
Cards of PPE items with a total net book value of P58.999 million thereby 
precluding the reconciliation of the balances, contrary to the Conc eptual 
Framework for General Purpose Financial Reporting by Public Sector 
Entities and Paragraph 27 of the International Public Sector Accou nting 
Standard 1. 
 
1.1. This is a reiteration with upd�D�W�H�V���R�I���W�K�H���S�U�H�Y�L�R�X�V���\�H�D�U�¶�V���D�X�G�L�W���R�E�V�H�U�Y�D�W�L�R�Q��

as the CCP was not able to fully implement the recommendations, 
particularly on the reconciliation of the variance noted in the PPE   
account between the balances per books and the Report on the Physical 
Count of Property Plant and Equipment (RPCPPE) and updating of the 
PPE Ledger Cards (PPELCs) and Property Cards (PCs). Although the 
variance noted in Calendar Year (CY) 2021 of P87.252 million   
decreased by P4.312 million or 4.71 per cent from CY 2020 of P91.564 
million, still, the variance in CY 2021 is significant. 

 
1.2. The Conceptual Framework for General Purpose Financial Reporting by 

Public Sector Entities includes, among others, the following qualitative 
characteristics of useful information: 

 
Faithful Representation 

 
3.10. To be useful in financial reporting, information must    

be a faithful representation of the economic and          
other phenomena that it purports to represent.    
Faithful representation is aimed when the depiction of 
the phenomenon is complete, neutral, and free       
from material error.  Information that faithfully 
represents an economic or other phenomenon depicts 
the substance of the underlying transactions, other 
event, activity or circumstance �± which is not 
necessarily always the same as its legal form. 

 
3.11 In practice, it may be possible to know or confirm 

whether information presented in [General Purpose 
Financial Reports] GPFRs is complete, neutral, and 
free from material error.  However, information     
should be as complete, neutral, and free from error   
as is possible. 
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1.3. Likewise, Paragraph 27 of the International Public Sector Accounting 
Standard (IPSAS) 1, provides as follows: 

 
Financial statements shall present fairly the financial 
position, financial performance, and cash flows of an entity. 
Fair presentation requires the faithful representation of the 
effects of transactions, other events and conditions in 
accordance with the definitions and recognition criteria for 
assets, liabilities, revenue and expenses set-out in 
International Public Sector Accounting Standards (IPSASs). 
The application of IPSASs, with additional disclosure when 
necessary, is presumed to result in financial statements that 
achieve a fair presentation. 

 
1.4. Review of the PPE account of the CCP showed a total cost of P1.727 

billion, accumulated depreciation of P624.124 million and carrying value 
or net book value of P1.103 billion as of December 31, 2021, breakdown 
is presented in Table 1.

1.5. In compliance with the COA Circular No. 2020-006 for the One Time 

Cleansing of the PPE accounts, a Physical Inventory Plan dated 
November 25, 2021,was submitted to the Audit Team on November 26, 
2021. The conduct of physical inventory was done on various dates 
starting November 26, 2021. 
 

1.6. Comparison of the results of the physical inventory of the PPE as 
summarized in the RPCPPE as of December 31, 2021, and the balances 
of some PPE sub-accounts per books disclosed variances 
totalingP86.926million in absolute value as presented in Table 2.

1.7. Further verification revealed that there were some PPE items without 
updated PPELCs and PCs with a total net book value of P58.999 million, 
which hindered the reconciliation of the PPE balances between the 
records of the Accounting Division (AD) and Property and Supply Division 
(PSD), as shown in Table 3.

1.8. Section 42, Chapter 10, Government Accounting Manual (GAM), Volume I 

requires that:  
 

Sec. 42. Accounting and Property Records to be 
maintained for PPE. The Chief Accountant shall maintain 
the PPELC for each category of PPE including work and 
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other animals, livestock, etc. The PPELC shall be kept to 
record promptly the acquisition, description, custody, 
estimated useful life, depreciation, impairment loss, 
disposal and other information about the asset. For check 
and balance, the Property and Supply Office/Unit shall 
likewise maintain PC for PPE in their custody to account for 
the receipt and disposition of the same. The balance per 
PC shall be reconciled with PPELC maintained by the 
Accounting Division/Unit. They shall also be reconciled with 
other property records like PAR. 

 
The following are the forms/reports necessary to account for 
PPE:

d.  Property Card (Appendix 70) �± this card shall be used 

by the Supply and/or Property Division/Unit to record 
the description, acquisition, transfer, disposal,           
and other information about the PPE.

(Appendix 71) �± this card shall be used for each class 
of PPE to record the acquisition, description, custody, 
estimated life, depreciation, impairment, disposal, 
transfer/adjustment, repair history and other 
information about the property.

1.9. Interview with the concerned personnel revealed that the pertinent 

documents for the PPE accounts in Table 3 could no longer be located 
despite the efforts exerted, thus the records of the AD and the PSD 
remained unreconciled and the updating of PPELCs and PCs could not 
be made. 
 

1.10. In view of the unaccounted variance of P86.926 million between the 
balances per books and the RPCPPE and the un-updated PPELCs and 
PCs for PPE totaling P58.998 million, the faithful representation in the 
financial statements of the balance of the PPE account with carrying 
amount of P1.103 billion as at December 31, 2021, was not established, 
contrary to the Conceptual Framework for General Purpose Financial 
Reporting by Public Sector Entities and Paragraph 27 of IPSAS 1.

1.12. Management commented as follows: 
 

a. The AD and the PSD are continuing the yearly reconciliation and 
updating of their respective records to prevent the increase of the 
discrepancy. 

 
b. Coordinate with the Inventory Committee on the on-going physical 

inventory of PPE in compliance with COA Circular No. 2020-006     
to resolve the recurring issues on the PPE account and come up 
with reconciled balances. The AD and the PSD will work together to 
implement the said COA Circular. 

 
1.13. As a rejoinder, the Audit Team will monitor the full implementation by    

the CCP of all the recommendations in the CY 2022 audit. 
 
 

2. The balance of the  Inventories account of P35.956 million as of December 
31, 2021 is understated by P2.095 million covering the items on hand     
which was not recorded in the books, affecting the fair presentation of  the 
account in the Financial Statements contrary to Paragraph 27 of 
International Public Sector Accounting Standard 1. Moreover, the non-
recognition of Impairment Loss on the 19,675 copies of various 
publications (books) costing P5.376 million which have been in st ock for  
more than five years , further affects the reliability of the account balance.  
 
2.1. Paragraph 27 of IPSAS 1, provides as follows: 

 
Financial statements shall present fairly the financial 
position, financial performance, and cash flows of an entity. 
Fair presentation requires the faithful representation of the 
effects of transactions, other events and conditions in 
accordance with the definitions and recognition criteria for 
assets, liabilities, revenue and expenses set-out in 
International Public  Sector  Accounting    Standards 
(IPSASs).

Section 13, Chapter 8 of the GAM Volume 1 provides that: 

 
The Inventory Accounting consists of the system of

Physical count/inventory, which is required semi-annually,   
is an indispensable procedure for checking the integrity of 
property custodianship. 

 

2.2. Moreover, Appendix 66 of GAM, Volume II states that: 
 

A. The Report on the Physical Count of Inventories (RPCI)  
is a form used to report the physical count of inventories 
items by type such as Office Supplies Inventory; 
Accountable Forms Inventory; Medical Dental and 
Laboratory Supplies Inventory; Food Supplies Inventory, 
etc. which are owned by the agency/entity. It shall be 
prepared semi-annually by the Inventory Committee and 
by fund cluster.  

 
xxx 
 
B. The report shall be reconciled with the Supplies Ledger 

Cards (SLCs) and Stock Cards (SCs) maintained by the 
Accounting Division/Unit and Property and/or Supply 
Division/Unit, respectively.  Any discrepancy shall be 
verified and/or adjusted accordingly. 

 
Likewise, Paragraph 38 of IPSAS 12, provides that: 
 

The cost of inventories may not be recoverable if those 
inventories are damaged, if they have become wholly or 
partially obsolete, or if their selling prices have declined. 
The cost of inventories may also not be recoverable if the 
estimated costs of completion or the estimated costs to   
be incurred to make the sale, exchange or distribution       
have increased. The practice of writing inventories down 
below cost to net realizable value is consistent with the 
view that assets are not to be carried in excess of the 
future economic benefits or service potential expected to 
be realized from their sale, exchange, distribution or use. 

 
2.3. The CCP is mandated, among others, to preserve and promote    

Philippine culture in all its varied aspects and is mainly carried out   
through its Cultural Content Department which undertakes activities 
dealing with literary text and performance text; produces and manages

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2.4. The Inventories account maintained by the CCP amounting to P35.956 

million is composed of Inventory Held for Sale and Inventory Held for 
Consumption. Merchandise Inventory under Inventory Held for Sale 
account consists of items kept by the PSD as well as items under the 
custody of Sales and Promotion Division (SPD). Details are shown in 
Table 4.

2.5. The conduct of physical count of inventory was led by the Inventory 

Committee and AD and witnessed by the Audit Team on January 6, 7,   
11 and 12, 2022. Its objective is to determine the existence, 
completeness, accuracy of the recorded balances of Inventories account. 
 

2.6. During the conduct of physical count, the Inventory held for Sale items 
amounting to P2.095millionissued by the PSD to SPD which were still    
on hand as of December 31, 2021 were not counted and included in the 
Report on Physical Count of Inventories (RPCI). The PSD claimed that 
since the items were already issued to SPD, the same need not be 
counted and included in the RPCI. The issuance of the items to SPD   
was already credited in the books hence the inventory balance per    
books and per RPCI tally as of December 31, 2021. The list of the items is 
provided in Annex A.  

 
2.7. However, while the items were already issued to the  SPD, these should 

have been included in the count and recorded back as inventory since  the 
same were still on hand/unsold as of December 31, 2021.Consequently, the 
inventory account is understated by P2.095 million. 
 

2.8. Moreover, the Allowance for Impairment was not provided on the 19,675 
copies of various publications (books) costing P5.376 million which have 
been in stock for more than five years. Included, are 1,554 copies that  
had declined in prices amounting to P0.759 million as shown in Table 5. 
Paragraph 6.2.3 of CCP Office Order No. 003, Series of 1994 states that  
if a publication has still not sold at least 10 per cent of stocks produced 
five years after its publications, the Marketing Department may make 
recommendations to dispose of existing stocks. Details are shown in 
Annex B.

2.9. A similar Audit Observation was raised in the CY 2018 AAR of the CCP 
wherein 13,444 copies of unsold, undisposed, obsolete or damaged 
publications (books) produced/published by CCP aged more than five 
years amounting to P8.499 million was noted. To date, 10,507 of said 
copies were still on hand and part of the 19,675 inventory as at December 
31, 2021. 
 

2.10. Management claimed that the books, despite its condition could still be 
sold, though, at a lower price and some may be donated to schools upon 
request. On the issue of non-provision for Allowance for Impairment, the 
CCP claimed that it has been their practice of not providing Allowance for 
Impairment Loss on Inventory. Also, the �&�&�3�¶�V�� �2�S�H�U�D�W�L�R�Q�V�� �0�D�Q�X�D�O does 
not include guidelines or policies regarding the provision of allowance for 
impairment loss on inventories. 
 

2.11. The Audit Team requested for the details of the 19,675 copies of various 
publications (books) such as the original date of publication and selling 
price, for further evaluation. However, none was submitted to the Team.  

 
2.12. Thus, the non-recognition of Impairment Loss on the 19,675 copies of 

various publications (books) which have been in stock for more than five 
years amounting to P5.376 million further affects the reliability of its 
account balance. 

 
2.13. We recommended that Management: 
 

a. Direct the AD to record back in the books and the PSD to 
include in the RPCPPE the  items on hand costing P2.095 
million  to reflect the correct balance of the inventory account 
and the RPCI as of December 31, 2021; 

 
b. Direct the AD to conduct periodic validation, verification and 

reconciliation of the Inventories Held for Sale account to 
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establish/ascertain fair presentation of the balances in the 
financial statements; 

 
c. Provide Allowance for Impairment on various publications 

(books)that remained undisposed in the books of the CCP, in 
conformity with Paragraph 38 of IPSAS 12, for fair presentation 
of the account in the financial statements; and 

 
d. Submit to the Audit Team data on the 19,675 copies of variou s 

publications (books) e.g original publication dates for further 
evaluation. 

 
2.14. Management committed to implement the recommendations to include the 

Items for Sale in the custody of SPD on its yearly physical count and 
coordination between PSD and AD will be made for 
verification/reconciliation of Items for Sale. They will require SPD to 
submit to PSD monthly sales report and monthly ending balances of Items 
for Sale for monitoring and reconciliation at year end. 

 
2.15. As a rejoinder, the Audit Team acknowledged the commitment of 

Management to implement the audit recommendations, which will be 
monitored in CY 2022 audit. 

 
 
3. The Accounts payable account and other related Liability accounts  were 

understated by P1.117 million, while Other payable account was overstated 
by the same amount due to erroneous recording of stale checks, cont rary 
to COA Circular No. 2015-010 and Section 45.c, Chapter 6 of the  
Government Accounting Manual, Volume I.  

 
3.1. Annex A of COA Circular No. 2015-010 dated December 1, 2015 on 

Adoption of the Revised Chart of Accounts (RCA) for Government 
Corporations provides for the definition of Accounts �S�D�\�D�E�O�H���� �&�X�V�W�R�P�H�U�¶�V��
deposit payable and Other payables accounts. 
 

3.2. Section 44, Chapter 6 of the GAM, Volume I provides that checks may be 
cancelled when they become stale, voided or spoiled. The depository 
bank considers a check stale, if it has been outstanding for over six 
months from date of issue or as prescribed.  

 
3.3. Likewise, Section 45.c of the same Manual provides for the Illustrative 

Accounting Entries for Cancelled Checks. As stated in the Manual, 
cancelled/stale checks shall be taken up as debit to Cash in Bank account 
and credit to Accounts Payable. 
 

3.4. Analysis of accounts disclosed that stale checks amounting to P1.117 
million was recorded by debiting Accounts payable account/Trust 
�O�L�D�E�L�O�L�W�L�H�V���&�X�V�W�R�P�H�U�V�¶�� �G�H�S�R�V�L�W�� �S�D�\�D�E�O�H�� �D�Q�G�� �F�U�H�G�L�W�L�Q�J�� �2�W�K�H�U�� �Sayables 
account, contrary to the above provisions. An interview with the AD 
revealed that stale checks are reclassified to Other payables to easily 
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distinguish checks from the good ones. The details are presented in Table

3.5. Accounts Payable represents payments of services for projects hires of 
the Center as writers, guest artists, resource persons, speakers,    
panelists needed for the implementation of the programs like Tuloy po 
Kayo, Cinemalaya, Virgin Labfest, etc; copyright fees to writers and 
payments for suppliers. The Trust Liability �± National Commission on 
Culture and Arts (NCCA) refers to the service fee paid for the Editor of   
the National Artist Edith Tiempo Binder that was charged against the  
�J�U�D�Q�W�� �I�U�R�P�� �1�&�&�$�� �Z�K�L�O�H�� �F�X�V�W�R�P�H�U�V�� �G�H�S�R�V�L�W�� �S�D�\�D�E�O�H�� �D�Q�G�� �F�X�V�W�R�P�H�U�V�¶��
deposit payable �± miscellaneous refers to shares of co-producers and 
sponsors in ticket sales of various CCP shows and refundable violation 
deposit and performance bond for the use/lease of CCP facilities. These 
checks became stale due to lockdowns brought by Corona virus Disease 
2019 (COVID-19) pandemic that payees were unable to claim from CCP 
and some were unable to encash/deposit in their banks. 
 

3.6. The practice of using the account Other Payables for reason of 
segregating the stale checks was contrary to Section 45 of GAM on 
Accounting for Cancelled Checks that became stale. Moreover, the   
Other Payables account is for other liabilities that do not fall under any 
specific payable accounts as defined in the RCA where its primary 
purpose is uniformity in the application of the accounts used among the 
agencies that would aid in the financial data consolidation processes. 
 

3.7. In view of the foregoing, we recommend ed that Management:  
 

a. Make adjustments to revert back the Other payables account  
to �$�F�F�R�X�Q�W�V�� �S�D�\�D�E�O�H�� �D�F�F�R�X�Q�W���7�U�X�V�W�� �O�L�D�E�L�O�L�W�L�H�V���&�X�V�W�R�P�H�U�V�¶��
deposit payable accounts; and 
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b. Stop the practice of preparing a Journal Entry Voucher (JEV) to 
reclassify stale checks to Other Payables account. Rather, 
maintain it as Accounts Payable in accordance with Section 
45(c) of GAM Volume I and COA Circular No. 2015-010 on the  
adoption of the RCA. 

 
3.8. Management acknowledged the audit observation and will make the 

necessary analysis and adjustments to revert back the Other  
Payables account to Accounts Payable account for uniformity in the 
application of the accounts which will be effected in April 2022 and the 
corresponding JEV will be immediately submitted to COA.  
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B.      NON-FINANCIAL 
 
 

GENDER AND DEVELOPMENT 
 

4. The CCP was not able to secure an endorsement from the Philippi ne 
Commission on Women(PCW) for its 2021 Gender and Development    
(GAD) Plan and Budget amounting to P34.740 million, contrary to the    
PCW-National Economic and Development Authority-Department of  
Budget and Management Joint Circular No. 2012-01 and Section 4.0 of   
PCW Memorandum Circular No. 2020-05. Likewise, there was unutilized  
and underutilized GAD Budget amounting to P18.860 million or 54.29 per 
cent of the total budget. 

 
4.1 The PCW, National Economic and Development Academy (NEDA) and 

Department of Budget and Management (DBM) issued Joint Circular    
No. 2012-01 to provide the guidelines for the preparation of the annual 
GAD Plans and Budgets (GPBs) and Accomplishment Reports (ARs) to 
implement the Magna Carta of Women. 
 
Sections 8.2 and 8.6 of the same Circular state that: 
 

8.2   The GFPS of the agency shall review all submitted GPBs 
and as needed, provide comments or recommendations for 
revision. Agency review of GPBs shall focus on the 
alignment of the GAD plan with the GAD agenda and the 
correctness and alignment of the entries in each column of 
the GPB template, e.g. if the proposed activities respond     
to the identified gender issue or cause of the issue, the 
issues are correctly identified or formulated, if there are   
clear indicators and targets, if the proposed budget is 
realistic, if the number of proposed activities are doable 
within the year, among others. The GFPS shall then submit 
the final GPBs and the corresponding GAD ARs to PCW for 
review and endorsement to DBM 

 
8.6 PCW shall endorse agency GPBs only under the following 

conditions:  
 
8.6.1   If they are reviewed by the mother or central office;  

 
8.6.2  If the requested revisions or additional information in 

answer to questions about the GPB are accepted by 
PCW within the prescribed deadlines; and  

 
8.6.3   If they are accompanied by the GAD AR.  

 
4.2 Likewise, Section 4.0 of PCW Memorandum Circular (MC) No. 2020-05 

on the Preparation and Online Submission of Fiscal Year 2021 GPB, 
provides that: 
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Deadline of encoding and submission to PCW of FY 2021 
GPBs of GOCCs through the GMMS is on November 10,  
2020. 

 
4.3 Verification of compliance by the CCP with the pertinent provisions of 

PCW-NEDA-DBM Joint Circular No. 2012-01 disclosed that the Center 
was not able to secure endorsement from the PCW of its CY 2021 GPB. 
Based on records, said GPB was submitted on December 16, 2020, 
which is more than a month late than the prescribed deadline of 
submission as provided under Section 4.0 of PCW MC No.2020-05. 

 
4.4 Inquiry with Management revealed that the submitted GPB was returned 

by PCW with comments and recommendations for revision. However,    
the Center was not able to revise and resubmit the same to PCW within 
the prescribed period. 
 

4.5 The Audit Team would like to point out that the non-compliance with the 
PCW requested revisions and subsequently the non-endorsement of  
GPB by PCW have been observed for CYs 2017 to 2020. 
 

4.6 Considering that the CY 2021 GPB of the Center was not endorsed by  
the PCW, there was no assurance that the GAD programs, activities and 
projects (PAPs) indicated therein were aligned with the GAD agenda in 
relation to the �&�&�3�¶�V���P�D�Q�G�D�W�H. 
 

4.7 Moreover, �W�K�H�� �&�&�3�¶�V���*�3�%���I�R�U�� �W�K�H�� �&�<�� �����������Dmounted to P34.740 million 
or five per cent of the total Corporate Operating Budget of P694.800 
million. Notwithstanding the absence of a PCW-endorsed CY 2021    
GPB, the Center implemented the PAPs indicated in the GPB.     
However, review of the GAD AR for CY 2021 disclosed that there were 
unutilized and underutilized budget allocations as presented in Table 7.

4.8 The Chairman of the Technical Working Group for GAD claimed that the 
reason for the underutilization of GAD Budget was due to the limitations 
posed by the pandemic. There were filmmakers who were unable to   
shoot their films despite the online festival had pushed through. There 
were also programs like the hiring and involvement of female theatre  
crew on activities were deferred or postponed. 
 

4.9 In the absence of a PCW-endorsed GPB, the Audit Team could not 
determine whether the PAPs undertaken by the CCP as stated in its GAD 
AR were aligned with GAD GPB.  

 
4.10 We reiterated our  �S�U�L�R�U�� �\�H�D�U�¶�V��audit recommendations that 

Management:  
 

a. Submit the GPB and the GAD AR to PCW and be able to cope 
up with the revisions from the PCW on the prescribed time so 
as to obtain a PCW-endorsed GPB; and 

 
b. Implement all GAD PAPs as indicated in the Annual GPB to 

ensure that allotted funds are fully utilized and objectives and 
targets are satisfactorily achieved.  

 
4.11 The Management commented that the PCW had advised them to   

include GAD-related PAPs that were implemented in 2021 but were not 
indicated in the GBP. Thus, they were able to add several such as E-book 
publication by women writers (In Certain Seasons); professional        
dance artist training and support program, the "Wagi: A celebration of 
Filipino Excellence" which feature Nobel Prize Laureate, Maria Ressa, 
and Olympic gold medalist Hidilyn Diaz; the Thirteen Artist Awards                         
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(TAA); and maintenance of comfort rooms and implementation of Covid-
19 health and safety protocols that address issues on women's 
gynecological health and overall wellness. The inclusion of the above-
mentioned programs in the AR somehow defrayed the budget under-
utilization of other programs. Moreover, there was a budget cut of     
almost 20 per cent in almost all of their programs to which the P20    
million budget for Cinemalaya was drastically reduced to approximately 
P15 million for 2021. This significantly affects how budget utilization is 
reflected on the AR, aside from what they have earlier mentioned that 
there were several filmmaker-grantees who backed out in Cinemalaya or 
were not able to shoot during the pandemic. 
 

4.12 During the Exit Conference, it was informed that the GPB of CCP for CY 
2022 was endorsed by PCW on March 11, 2022. 

 
 
COMPLIANCE WITH TAX LAWS 
 
5. The CCP has been consistently withholding taxes on salaries and wages and   

other benefits due from its officers and employees as well as on goods and 
services which are remitted to the Bureau of Internal Revenue (BIR). For CY    
2021, taxes withheld and remitted to the BIR amounted to P40.152million and 
P34.016 million, respectively. The balance of P6.136 million as of December 31, 
2021 was remitted in January 2022. 

 
 
COMPLIANCE WITH GOVERNMENT SERVICE INSURANCE SYSTEM a nd PAG-   
IBIG LAWS 

 
6. The CCP is compliant with the GSIS guidelines on the collections and 

remittances of GSIS contributions pursuant to Republic Act (RA) No. 8291, 
otherwise known as the GSIS Act of 1997. For CY 2021, the CCP remitted the 
monthly contributions for life and retirement in the total amount of P28.444 
million.  The Center is also compliant with Rule VII, Section 3 of the   
Implementing Rules and Regulations of RA No. 9679 in the collection and 
remittance of contributions to the Pag-IBIG Fund.  

 
INSURANCE OF GOVERNMENT PROPERTIES WITH THE GSIS 

 
7. The Center was able to comply with the law and regulations on the insurance     

of all insurable assets as required under RA No. 656, otherwise known as the 
�³�3�U�R�S�H�U�W�\�� �,�Q�V�X�U�D�Q�F�H�� �/�D�Z�´���� �D�V�� �D�P�H�Q�G�H�G�� �E�\��Presidential Decree No. 245 dated 
July 13, 1973. In CY 2021, the Center insured its properties totaling P526.159 
million with the GSIS, as presented in Table 8.

	The financial statements of the Cultural Center of the Philippines (Filipino: Sentrong Pangkultura ng Pilipinas, or CCP) were authorized for issue on April 19, 2022 as shown in the Statement of Management’s Responsibility for Financial Statements sign...
	The CCP is located at the CCP Complex, Roxas Boulevard, Pasay City, with a total land area of 608,569 square meters. It was created in 1966 through Executive Order No. 30 and formally inaugurated on September 8, 1969, as a trust for the benefit of the...
	The CCP initially served as the center for performing arts showcasing the best in Filipino creativity and artistry notably in theater, music and dance. It expanded its reach in 1987 by becoming the coordinating center for artistic and cultural activit...
	Upon the establishment of the National Commission for Culture and the Arts, the CCP assumed a new role and became the center for the performing arts which seeks to catalyze cultural and artistic development by encouraging, nurturing, conserving, showc...
	The CCP nurtures and promotes artistic excellence, Filipino aesthetics and identity, and cultural values towards a humanistic global society.
	2. STATEMENT OF COMPLIANCE AND BASIS OF PREPARATION OF FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

	The accounting policies have been consistently applied throughout the year presented.
	The CCP’s financial statements have been prepared on the basis of historical cost, unless stated otherwise. The Statement of Cash Flows is prepared using the direct method.
	The financial statements are presented in Philippine Peso, the CCP’s functional and presentation currency and amounts are rounded off to the nearest peso, unless otherwise stated.
	3. SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES
	3.1 Basis of Accounting
	The CCP’s financial statements are prepared on an accrual basis in accordance with the IPSASs.
	3.2  Financial instruments
	a. Financial assets

	ii. Subsequent measurement
	The subsequent measurement of financial assets depends on their classification.
	1. Financial assets at fair value through surplus or deficit
	Financial assets at fair value through surplus or deficit include financial assets held for trading and financial assets designated upon initial recognition at fair value through surplus or deficit. Financial assets are classified as held for trading ...

	2. Held-to-maturity

	3. Loans and receivables
	Loans and receivables are non-derivative financial assets with fixed or determinable payments that are not quoted in an active market. After initial measurement, such financial assets are subsequently measured at amortized cost using the effective int...
	Amortized cost is calculated by taking into account any discount or premium on acquisition and fees or costs that are an integral part of the effective interest rate. Losses arising from impairment are recognized in the surplus or deficit.
	iii. Derecognition
	The CCP derecognizes a financial asset or where applicable, a part of a financial asset or part of CCP of similar financial assets when:
	1. The contractual rights to the cash flows from the financial asset expired or waived; and

	3.4 Inventories
	Inventory is measured at cost upon initial recognition. To the extent that inventory are received through non-exchange transactions (for no cost or for a nominal cost), the cost of the inventory is its fair value at the date of acquisition.
	Inventories are recognized as an expense when deployed for utilization or consumption in the ordinary course of operations of the CCP.
	3.5 Investment Property

	j.  Transfers from other government entities

	3.11 Revenue from Exchange Transactions

	f.  Rental income

	Royalties are recognized as they are earned in accordance with the substance of the relevant agreement.
	3.12 Budget Information
	The annual budget is prepared on a cash basis and is published in the government website.

	The employees of CCP are members of the Government Service Insurance System (GSIS), which provides life and retirement insurance coverage.

	5.1 Risk Management Framework
	The CCP Board has overall responsibility for the establishment and oversight of CCP’s risk management framework. The Board is expected to establish and institute adequate control mechanisms for good governance in CCP.
	Generally, the maximum risk exposure of financial assets and financial liabilities is the carrying amount of the financial assets and financial liabilities as shown in the Statements of Financial Position, as summarized below.
	5.2 Credit Risk
	Credit risk refers to the risk that counterparty will default on its contractual obligations resulting in financial loss to the CCP. The CCP has adopted a policy of only dealing with creditworthy counterparties and obtaining sufficient collateral or s...
	Also, the CCP manages its credit risk by depositing its cash with the Land Bank of the Philippines (LBP), an authorized government depository bank.
	The carrying amount of financial assets recognized in the financial statements represents the CCP’s maximum exposure to credit risk.
	a. Credit risk exposure

	b. Management of credit risk
	The management of credit risk is covered by the Risk Management Committee. The Accounting Division and the Budget and Treasury Division of the Agency are in charge of controlling, monitoring and collecting payments of all the receivables due from empl...
	c.   Settlement risk
	The CCP’s activities may give rise to risk at the time of settlement of transaction and trades. Settlement risk is the risk of loss due to the failure of a company to honor its obligations to deliver cash, securities or another asset as contractually ...
	For certain types of transactions, the CCP mitigates this risk by conducting settlements through a settlement/clearing agent to ensure that a trade is settled only when both parties have fulfilled their contractual settlement obligation. Settlement li...
	d. Risk concentration of the maximum exposure to credit risk
	Concentrations arise when a number of counterparties are engaged in similar business activities or activities in the same geographic region or have similar economic features that would cause their ability to meet contractual obligations to be similarl...

	The two methodologies applied by the CCP in assessing and measuring impairment include: (1) specific/individual assessment; and (2) collective assessment. Under specific/individual assessment, the CCP assesses each individual significant credit exposu...
	Among the items and factors considered by the CCP when assessing and measuring specific impairment allowances are: (a) the timing of the expected cash flows; (b) the projected receipts or expected cash flows; (c) the going concern of the counterparty’...
	With regard to the collective assessment of impairment, allowances are assessed collectively for losses on receivables that are not individually significant and for individually significant receivables when there is no apparent or objective evidence o...
	A particular portfolio is reviewed on a periodic basis, in order to determine its corresponding appropriate allowances. The collective assessment evaluates and estimates the impairment of the portfolio in its entirety even though there is no objective...

	5.3 Liquidity Risk
