CREATION OF THREE (3) REGULAR PLANTILLA POSITIONS AND
TEN (10) CASUAL POSITIONS IN THE CULTURAL CENTER OF THE
PHILIPPINES (CCP)

WHEREAS, pursuant to Executive Order (E.O.) No. 366 and its Implementing
Rules and Regulations and Memorandum Order No. 190, s.2005, the Department of
Budget and Management (DBM) had approved the Rationalization Plan (RP) of CCP,
with a staffing pattern consisting of 315 regular positions and 24 casual utility worker
positions (SG 1),

WHEREAS, under Memorandum Order (M.O.) No. 2018-10, the Governance
Commission for GOCCs (GCG) approved the creation in CCP of a Procurement
Management Division with four (4) plantilla positions and a Legal Unit with one (1)
plantilla position, bringing its total regular plantilla positions to 320.

WHEREAS, CCP requested for the creation of ten (10) casual plantilla positions
to be detailed under its Production and Exhibition Department specifically Production
Design and Technical Services Division;

WHEREAS, CCP further requested for the creation of two (2) additional regular
positions under its Legal Unit and one (1) regular plantilla position under the Office
of the CCP President to augment the existing personnel complement;

WHEREAS, GCG, pursuant to Republic Act (R.A.) No. 10149, is mandated to
“evaluate the performance and determine the relevance of the GOCC, to ascertain
whether such GOCC should be reorganized, merged, streamlined, abolished or
privatized, in consultation with the department of agency to which a GOCC is
attached... [and] implement [restructuring] unless otherwise directed by the
President;”

WHEREAS, the GCG determined that it is in the best interest of the State to
approve the creation of the requested positions in CCP in the latter’s pursuit of its
vital programs and objectives;

Dear Pres. Wilson:

Pursuant to Executive Order (E.Q.) No. 366 and its Implementing Rules and Regulations and
Memorandum Order No. 190, s. 2005, we are pleased to inform you of the approval of the
Rationalization Plan (RP) of the Cultural Center of the Philippines (CCP) attached as Annex
“A”. The resulting organizational structure, staffing pattern and functional statement are aiso
attached as Annexes “B”, “C” and “D", respectively.

Under the rationalized set-up, CCP shall focus on. the strategic directions covering
programmatic, financial, organizational and resource development areas as a scheme to meet
the challenges to make the arts more relevant and responsive to the lives of the Filipinos and to
attain institutional . viability and sustainability. CCP is expected to gradually reduce its
dependency from government subsidy to cover operational requirements by raising revenues
from the development of its real properties.

The highlights of the approved-RP include the following:

1. Development and maintenance of the CCP Complex into a cultural, tourism and
commercial center;

2. Realignment/modification of the organizational structure towards the process-functional
type that is responsive to the strategic thrusts, programs and functions; and

3. The staffing pattern will consist of 315 regular positions and 24 casual utility worker
positions (SG 1). S

The herein approval is subject to the following conditions:

1. That the positions approved shall be included in the FY 2010 Corporate Operating
Budget and/or future COBs of CCP;

2. That the filling-up of vacant positions shall be duly programmed vis-a-vis actual revenue
collections and operating requirements to ensure overall financial viability of operations;
